There is a little more to buying a scooter than 

your initial purchase.  

At Ozark PowerSports we highly recommend you 

wear a helmet , gloves, and riding shoes or 

boots.  A weather-appropriate jacket and pants 

will make your riding more comfortable.  You 

may also want a cover and a lock for you 

scooter. You may want to insure your scooter to 

protect yourself and your investment.  

A drivers license is required for all 49cc scooters. 

A motorcycle operators license is required for all 

scooters larger than 50cc; the process of becom-

ing licensed is easy, and will make you a better, 

safer rider.  

Motorcycle safety classes are available nation-

ally through  the Motorcycle Safety Foundation  

(1-800-446-9227) and locally through Ozarks 

Technical  Community College (417-447-8888). 

Successful completion of a Basic Riders Course 

may help you qualify for an insurance discount.  

In Missouri, all scooters larger than 50cc must be 

titled and registered with the  Department of 

Revenue within 30 day of purchase.  



Is the scooter a name brand with a 

dealer network? 

Beware of no-name scooters with no 

local dealer network. Internet scooters 

are always low quality with little or no 

customer support. Manufacturers of 

High quality scooters will not allow their 

scooters to be sold via the internet ,They 

are only sold and serviced through real 

scooter shops. 

Does the scooter have a high-quality 

finish and use quality brand-name 

components including tires, shocks, 

and batteries? 

Is the scooter dealer in the business 

of selling and servicing scooters and 

motorcycles? Big box stores have 

jumped on the  scooter bandwagon and 

are often unable to provide your service 

and accessory needs. Who will be avail-

able to answer your questions and ser-

vice your scooter? 

Does the dealer have a well-equipped 

shop with trained technicians? 

Does the dealer stock repair parts 

and maintenance  items for your 

scooter? 

Important Questions 

What size scooter do I need? Scooter size is 

determined by your planned usage and your 

budget. Below is a list of common displace-

ments (engine size), typical top speeds and 

comments about usage. 

50cc  30-45mph -  Useful  around the neighborhood 

or for small   errands  on residential streets. Not  

recommended for passengers. 

125cc-150cc 45-60mph -  Acceptable for inter-town 

Cross-town, casual weekend excursions. Light pas-

senger on flat terrain for short distances. Great for 

passengers. 

200cc-250cc 70-80mph -  Great for inter-town travel 

and weekend trips. Suitable for most  freeways. 

Does well with a passenger on hills. 

400cc-650cc  80-100mph -  Long-distance touring, 

designed with a passenger in mind.. 

 

 

How much weight will the scooter 

carry?  Look at the GVWR (Gross Vehi-

cle Weight Rating) located on the Certifi-

cate of Origin or stamped onto the frame. 

If you donôt see it, donôt buy it! Dispos-

ables usually donôt have it. 

Does the scooter have a 17 digit VIN? 

A VIN indicates the scooter is legal for 

sale in the USA and can be titled. The 

first letter of the VIN will tell you the coun-

try of origin. J=Japan R= Taiwan, Z= Italy 

L=CHINA .  All of the Best scooters come 

from Taiwan, Japan and Italy. Demand to 

see the Certificate of Origin before you 

buy. Our scooters from Kymco, Genuine 

& Eton meet EPA and DOT standards 

Is the scooter covered by a warranty ? 

A quality scooter will have a full òbumper 

to bumperò warranty of six months or 

longer covering parts and labor.  Kymco 

& Genuine both offer a two-year war-

ranty. And you can get that warranty work 

done right here or any other dealer. “Try 

that with an Internet scooter” 

Are accessories  available for my 

scooter?  Windshields, luggage racks, 

cargo boxes and performance kits, both 

factory and after-market  are available for 

all of the scooters that we sell.
